The Dog Regulations figure includes $43,000 for@oeinty Animal Shelter, and $20,000
for Animal Control and the rabies clinics.

First Aid O&E includes building maintenance and icatlwaste disposal.

Public Works Misc. figure includes fuel, which wa&sry high this year. The figure for
Surfacing of Roads was reduced to $10,000.

He reported on a successful animal rescue matterthanked the company “The Tree
Surgeon” that rescued a turkey buzzard that wasiead at the top of a tall tree for 2 days
on Katharine Avenue. Neighbors were very concebemhuse the weather was very cold.
The location of the tree made it impossible foripment to get to the site for a rescue.
Good Samaritan Victor Millard from the Tree Surgemmpany scaled the tree and rescued
the bird. The neighbors on Katharine Avenue appido report the bird is rehabbing an
injured wing and expecting a full recovery.

Mr. Conrad then discussed Dr. Holland’s proposdidial the free rabies clinic at Shore
Veterinarians this year rather than at the Twp.a@er The clinics are scheduled for February
7" and March 7 from 1 to 3p.m. He made a motion to accept thegsal, Curtis Corson
seconded. During roll call vote all five Commiti@embers voted in affirmative.

Kitty Nagler of Steelmantown voiced her concernsrahe lack of parking at Shore
Veterinarians.

Mr. Conrad reported that the Recreation Committeelast Thursday and is very close to
finalizing their by-laws, which will be submitted the Township Committee in the near
future.

Barbara Camp made a motion to move Lester Woody from a curpamnt time position
to a full time laborer position in Public Works Cepment. Jay Newman seconded with all
five Committee members voting in the affirmative.



Mrs. Camp received correspondence regarding Chait@lothing Bins legislation that now
requires that they be registered with the munidiypalThe Clerk’s office will draft an
application. There was some discussion regardiagldicement of the bins, their
appearance, and the final destination of the don&tens.

Curtis Corson, Deputy Mayor, reported that the Township received $55,000 indinige
fees from Comcast and $229,000 in hosting fees frmCape May County MUA.

He reported that the next Budget Workshop meetiiigo 6:00 PM, on February"® He
anticipates that the Committee would be ready titmituce the Budget at the February’23
meeting, with the public hearing and final adoptsen for the March 3meeting. He
invited the public to attend and present input.

Jay Newman,reported that the Township experienced a signifitiemevent last Thursday,
in the Seaville section. Fortunately the residevdse safely evacuated from home. He
commended the fire fighters for their efficiencyextinguishing the fire and thanked the
Road Department for assisting in the clean up.

He introduced Sgt. Dwight Payne, of the NJ Statec@®/oodbine Barracks, to present his
report on police calls for the month of Decemb@Q&for the northern part of the county
(Upper Township, Dennis Township and Woodbine)t. Bgyne stated that they continue to
watch over the detours for the Rt. 49 bridge ppj@ed discourage drivers from using cell
phones, and encourage seat belt use.

Richard Palombo, Mayor, reported that hbas been working with John Deuter, UT
Emergency Management Director, and the County Deygant of Health to set up a Point of
Distribution (POD) location to allow for quick respse to Pandemic or Mass Medication
needs of the community. They have currently idiexttiSeaville Fire Company as a location.
That location meets the criteria of the “Drive thgh Model” which would be a more
efficient way of evaluating medical needs in cake large-scale catastrophic incident. The
“Drive Through Model” would more quickly meet ad@ population base rather than
parking, walking in, registrations, etc. Other fo@mpanies are also being looked at as
possible locations for the same type of processeéd arises.

The Mayor commented on the newspaper articles aheuieach replenishment project in
Strathmere. The project is approximately threeesinarger than originally sought and will
fortify the entire community at a 75% savings te ffrownship.

He reported on a meeting next Monday he was invdexttend with Senator Jeff VanDrew,
Bruce Riordan, and the BPU regarding funding retyuies the Rita Schiavo library.

Daniel Young, Municipal Attorney, reported that he has the following items for closed
session discussion; under Litigation--matters #evie: Upper Township/Kevin Grubb
matter; status of the Strathmere eminent domaitemaobrt claim matter in regards to the
NJDEP maintenance yard in Petersburg and groundeat¢amination; and a Litigation
matter with regards to the Tax Assessor.

There is a
recertification that must be done every two yed&kanners at Smart Growth are satisfied we
are complying with Plan Endorsement rules and impletation of those plans. The
Township does have grants in place to completeyas's projects. The Township is
scheduled for the February 2809, State Planning Commission Agenda for receatibn
signifying that the Township is meeting its PlardBrsement obligations.

last year the gypsy moth egg masses were at 4+5@88es per acre now they are at 1-
2000 egg masses per acre. He stated that thsuigpaession program — not an
eradication program.

Kitty Nagler, 1401 Woodbine Road, Steelmantownestdhat her property was sprayed
last year but that it was not effective. She hasqmelly spoken with Mr. Zoltowski,
Chief of Plants and Diseases for State of NJ aadité has not been out to inspect her
property. She stated that the chemical BT doesvodt unless the ground is damp. Ms.
Nagler has been in several times to the Clerk’sc®fnd has had no response as far as
having someone inspect her property. She sthtdhe is stuck in a hazardous fire
situation, that trees are falling down that arer@&@0 years old. Ms. Nagler is very
concerned that she is not included in the upcorsprgy zone and that not spraying two
thirds of the Township means those gypsy mothsspilead even more over the
Township. She commented on the Strathmere revétpnegram.

Mayor Palombo asked that she discuss only the Yayymths at this time. He asked Mr.
Dietrich to speak with the State Representativegtowhat if anything could be done to
assist Ms. Negler with this situation. The Towpshas participated in the Gypsy moth
spray programs for every year that it was availableept for one.
