APPROVAL OF MINUTES  -          June 14, 2004 Regular  Meeting and  
                                                             Closed Session Minutes 
Motion to approve the Minutes by Curtis Corson, second by Barbara Camp with all five 
Committee members present voting in the affirmative. 
 
REPORT OF GOVERNING BODY MEMBERS 
 
Barbara Camp, reported that Animal Control will canvass the Township for unlicensed 
dogs as required by the State.  This will take place during the summer.  It will be advertised 
in the newspaper and she asked that citizens have their license ready to present. 
She reported on a letter from Mr. Gleason in that he asked that the Township plant trees and 
shrubs at the Mooring Circle island and that he would care for the site.  The Committee 
approved this proposal.  The planting will take place in the Fall. 
She reported that the well testing program in the Tuckahoe area has been postponed until 
August and asked citizens to be cooperative. 
She discussed implementing a formal employee policy dealing with certain key employees 
taking municipal vehicles home at night.  She asked that a letter be sent to those employees 
asking for justification for this use and to contact JIF insurance as to possible liability to the 
Township.  Motion by Barbara Camp, second by Andrew McCrosson with all five 
Committee members voting in the affirmative.     
 
Andrew McCrosson, reported that notice has been received that the local union is ready to 
negotiate on a new contract.   
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He reported on the “Summit at the Shore”  he attended recently in that the purpose of it was 
promoting the Jersey Shore.  
 
Cur tis Corson, Deputy Mayor , reported that Municipal Engineer Paul Dietrich has received 
the certification of Certified Public Works Manager. 
He also reported that the West Nile Virus was discovered in mosquitoes from a property on 
Rt. 49.  The Health Department reported to him that the mosquitoes came from a pool of 
standing water, which has since been emptied.  He recommended that the public check their 
property for any standing water.   The Mayor directed that the swales on New Vernon Ave. 
as well as other areas be looked at for any possible mosquito hazard. 
 
Jay Newman, made a motion to hire John Sammons for full time, and Robert Hiddemen and 
Kevin McLaughlin as part time Emergency Medical Technicians to the Upper Township 
Rescue Squad.  Curtis Corson seconded the motion with all five Committee members voting 
in the affirmative. 
He reported that the Rescue Squad has been on 24-hour full time duty since June 18th and has 
been very busy with the warm weather and increased population and activities. 
He discussed a proposal received to supply water and soda machines to the Skate Park site.  
Recreation Supervisor Brenda Layton will look into the matter. 
 
Richard Palombo, Mayor , invited everyone of the annual 4th of July parade in Strathmere 
starting at 11:00 A.M. and the fireworks show starting at dark at the Elementary and Primary 
Schools.  This year music will be played during the fireworks display. 
He discussed a report on designations in the Cross Acceptance Plan. The report proposes to 
designate the property at the B.L. England site as a Park and Natural Area.  He disagreed 
with the designation because that area is valuable to the municipality. He made a motion to 
adopt a resolution opposing this designation, this was seconded by Andrew McCrosson with 
all five Committee members voting in the affirmative.  He explained that the Township could 
utilize it whether it be a marina or senior housing etc. It has always been a commercial entity 
with its own sewage system and well and to not utilize it for the benefit of this Township 
would be a mistake.  The resolution will oppose changing the designation to Park and Natural 
Area, so that in the possible development of the site that the ratable can offset the taxes in 
this Township. 
He discussed the closing of the Beesley’s Point Bridge and the impact on Upper Township. 
This Committee and our State Legislators are working vehemently to get the bridge 
operational again. The Mayor stated that in a conversation with the owners they indicated 
that the bridge would not be open in time for the 4th of July weekend and that no time frame 
has been given on an opening date. He reported that through the contacts he has made he 
learned that the owners have chosen to turn down an offer from the New Jersey Dept. of 
Transportation for assistance.  The engineering firm the NJDOT was going to bring in asked 
for a substantial amount of money and the bridge owners thought that they could do it in-
house with their own people. There is a toll keeper there that raises the bridge for boats to 
pass, as the owners feel it is a liability if the drawbridge is left opened.  They indicated to the 
Mayor that the bridge will remain closed and will not open until they feel it is completely 
safe.  
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OTHER REPORTS 
 
Daniel Young, Municipal Attorney, discussed the Cingular request to place a tower on a 
Township owned lot in Steelmantown.   
He also discussed a letter from the County asking for Township support in their grant 
application for Animal Shelter’s Share Program, a grant to fund spay and neutering 
programs. Motion to support the grant application by Barbara Camp, second by Jay Newman 
with all five Committee members voting in the affirmative. 
 
Paul Dietr ich, Municipal Engineer , also discussed the Cingular tower request in that the 
site may contain wetlands.  He recommended that Cingular do a wetlands study.
