APPROVAL OF MINUTES -June 28, 2004 Regular and Closed Session Minutes
Motion to approve the Minutes by Curtis Corson, second by Andrew McCrosson with
all four Committee members present voting in the affirmative.

REPORT OF GOVERNING BODY MEMBERS

Barbara Camp, reported that the Cape May County Animal Shelter will hold their ribbon
cutting ceremony this Friday at 10:00 A.M.

The Reeves, I1zid, Godfrey home, which is Lewis Albrecht’s home, is being considered for
nomination to the New Jersey and National Register of Historical Places. The listing provides
recognition of this home’s historical importance to the community, assures protected review
of public projects that may adversely affect the property, and may qualify this home for
certain federal investment tax credits for rehabilitation.

She reported that the Governor has signed Bill A-97, which will create a task force to
consider and develop recommendations regarding a Constitution Convention designed to
change the existing property tax system.

Andrew McCrosson, commented on a letter received from the NJDOT regarding their
receipt of our Resolution No. 111-2004 supporting a speed limit along County Route 631 in
the Marmora area. The letter states that a request has not been received from Cape May
County. Mr. McCrosson requested that we forward a copy of the letter along with another
copy our resolution to the County. A copy of the letter received from resident Joseph Matera
will also be included.



He discussed the monthly Treasurer’s report in that through June of this year our
disbursements were $14.2 million while our receipts for the same dates were $10.3 million,
pointing out the importance of retaining a surplus fund.

Curtis Corson, Deputy Mayor, reported that the fire hydrants along Stagecoach Road are
operational and suggested residents contact their insurance company for a rate reduction.

Richard Palombo, Mayor, discussed vineyard licenses as we are seeing more and more
establishments partnering with wineries for product sales. A vineyard license allows a local
winery to obtain an “Additional Retail Privilege” license. This license is sited on premises,
usually a restaurant, and can sell the products to retail consumers for on or off premise
consumption. There are three restaurants in the Township that have applied for or are
operating with this type of license. He asked Mr. Young if the State requires the Township to
have laws in place for regulation. Mr. Young stated that the license is allowed under State
Statute. He advised that if it was considered a problem the Township could regulate this
activity through ordinances.

The Mayor discussed Brownstfield Grants and asked Mr. Dietrich to look into the possibility
of the Township applying for them.

OTHER REPORTS

Paul Dietrich, Municipal Engineer, reported that the Perry Road reconstruction project
would begin in August.

He will have the first meeting with the Planner, Mazer Associates, for the Plan Endorsement
project. The meeting will include a tour of the Township.

He reported on the Middle School roof project. He has attended a few job meetings and was
out on the site on Friday. The contractor anticipates that the work will be complete the
second week of August.

Patricia Garbutt, Finance Officer, discussed the Smart Growth grant in that Upper,
Middle, and Dennis Townships are working together on a regional plan. The grant awarded
is $150,000, which is $50,000 for each of the three municipalities. The award letter indicates
that Upper Township is the lead agency. Mr. Dietrich stated that the Grant Coordinator
confirmed this in a phone call to him today. It was speculated that Upper Township was
named lead agency by the State because Committee member Andrew McCrosson and
Municipal Engineer Paul Dietrich attended the Regional Endorsement Project meetings in
Trenton. Municipal Attorney, Daniel Young advised the Committee that there may be some
delay in the project as an interlocal services agreement must be in place. Mr. McCrosson
moved to introduce an interlocal agreement with Dennis and Middle Townships that
designates Upper Township as lead agency. Motion was seconded by Curtis Corson with all
four Committee members present voting in the affirmative.

WHEREAS, the State Planning Act states that New Jersey
needs integrated and coordinated planning in order to conserve its
natural resources, to revitalize its wurban centers, to provide

affordable housing and adequate public facilities at a reasonable
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cost, to promote equal social and economic opportunity for New
Jersey=s citizens, and to prevent sprawl and promote the suitable
use of land; and

WHEREAS, the State Planning Act also provides that the
State=s municipalities are to have an essential role in the
development of the State Plan through their participation in the
Cross—acceptance process to be conducted under the Act; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Upper has begun the Cross-
acceptance process and has participated in a preliminary meeting in
this regard with officials from Cape May County; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Upper
has been advised that a proposal has been made to redesignate the
B.L. England Generating Station property as APark & Natural Area=z=
from its current designation as Planning Area 2 (PA2); and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Upper
has reviewed this matter and has determined that it is against the
interest of the residents and citizens of Upper Township to change
the B.L. England Generating Station property designation from PA2 to
Park & Natural Area since said property is currently intensely
utilized for industrial, commercial and mixed use purposes, and as
such, the site is of high value as a potential ratable and is
entirely compatible with the present PA2 Area designation; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Upper
has determined that the designation of the B.L. England Generating

Station property as Park & Natural Area would result in significant

economic detriment and would not be based on sound planning
principals given the existing land use and development.

15. Marshallville Road residents—Marshallville Road Bridge Replacement
Betty Jean Wyers discussed what transpired at a recent meeting held by the residents of
Marshallville Road on May 26, 2004. The group sent an informal poll to each property owner
on the road with the results being the majority wanting to restore, rather than replace the
bridge. There was a second meeting quickly put together for June 7, 2004 that was held to
accommodate Andrea Tingy from the N.J.D.O.T. She presented plans and examples of a
one-lane bridge on a two-lane road. Mrs. Wyers will contact Andrea Tingy and have the
presentation emailed to the Engineer.
At the last meeting the Committee adopted a resolution supporting the replacement and
reopening of the Marshallville Road Bridge because of safety concerns as well as the
inconvenience of the residents. They discussed restoring the bridge and directed that a
resolution be placed on the next agenda supporting the concept.
The following residents commented on this matter:
Robert Jones, stated that Marshallville Road is a County Road because of the bridge.
Barry Taylor, 214 Marshallville Road, wants to contact an engineering firm that is familiar
with historical restorations. He also suggested a road configuration to keep motorists that are
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trying to avoid the signal light on Rt. 49, off of this street. The portion of Tuckahoe Road
near the Marmora Fire Company, which is a one-way stop-street is an example of the type of
road configuration he would like to see.

Ted Behr, 339 Marshallville Road, stated that the presentation from Andrea Tingy included
examples of three one-lane bridges in New Jersey.

Doris Broadly, 309 Marshallville Road, stated that her home is very close to the roadway
and is in favor of a one-lane bridge. She also stated that what is left of the bridge is quickly
deteriorating.

Mrs. Wyers spoke of an incident at her home this evening showing the necessity of restoring
the bridge--the Rescue Squad was called and that if not for a fireman living on the street the
ambulance would have been diverted to the wrong side of the bridge. Fortunately the
situation was resolved with no injuries.
